METHODOLOGY

- Train the AI model with full takes from 
previous games

- Beginning with press conferences leading up 
to Super Bowl LIX, we uploaded two copies of 
photographer files with a base XMP template: 
one to Imagn editors, and the other to Eluv.io’s
“Content Fabric”

- Keep in mind this is solely a captioning test, 
and not an evaluation of AI photo editing or 
cropping

- Compare timing and results

- Set parameters to prevent hallucinations aka 
“don’t guess!”

- Simplify the output text the AI was allowed 
to use. 













THE VERDICT

- Despite this trial showing some promise, this 
version was not at the level of replacing or 
supplementing our human editors. 

- The AI is only going to be good as how well 
you train it.



IMPLICATIONS
- We are in the age where clients and 

consumers want MORE content, FASTER 
than ever, and in a WIDE variety of formats.

- As tools like Eluv.io continue to evolve and 
improve, expect to see them deployed in a 
variety of settings

- Potentially revolutionizes the current 
workflow of how photographers work sports 
and other events
